You MUST include the dimensions (height, width, depth) of each component as much as possible. See example below.

Hand-drawn diagrams are acceptable. This grid template on page 3 is provided as a reference, feel free to submit your own existing 
grids/diagrams, if you have them. 

The purpose of this exercise is to ensure that exhibitors are in compliance regarding line of site visibility and usable space. 
Information on graphics, colors, electrical drops, etc… is not required.

Please keep in mind that 8ft is the MAX height for any item in the rear 5ft of your booth. *Items taller than 4ft are NOT permitted in the front 5ft of your booth.
